• Are there places in our life where we didn’t see God’s plan and then God brought

o Are there places where we still don’t see God’s plan?  
o Where we are taking small steps of faith, with the expectation that God 

will use those steps?  
• The Egyptians fear that they are being overrun by the Hebrews.  Are there 

parallels in our society?  Who are the people that we see as a threat to “our” way 
of life?   

• Where do we see the Exodus story in our own lives? 
o What little ways are we acting to lessen oppression, either as oppressors or 

as those oppressed?  
o Are there ways that we can take a step of faith against oppression?
